In 2020, 242 students completed a survey for plans after high school; 
67% were planning to attend a 4-year college, 29% were planning to 
attend a 2-year college, and remaining 4% reported as other: join the 
military, work, gap year, or another post-secondary program.  The 
class of 2020 consisted of 430 students, with a graduation rate is 92%.

the title, as well as any math class accelerated at least one grade 
level.
