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HIGH SCHOOL CREDIT MATH CLASSES:

1)  Students taking Algebra or Geometry at Wilson K-8 will earn a high school math credit for the class.  The grade earned in Algebra or Geometry will not be used to calculate the students overall high school GPA.
COURSE MATERIALS:

1)  The Amphitheater School uses the Glencoe McGraw Hill series of math books.  All students have access to the book by going online through their student accounts.  Students also may take a hard back version of the book home.  
2)  ALEKS – Assessment and Learning in Knowledge Space.  An adaptive one-on-one online instructional tool that can be used to close gaps in mathematical understanding as well as advance students’ knowledge into more advanced concepts. 
TO ACHIEVE SUCCESS IN MATH:
1) Be Prepared.  Each student will be required to maintain a math notebook.  The notebook will be used for taking class notes, completing homework, and for holding on to quizzes and exams.  
2) Be Involved.  Students are responsible for their learning.  It is imperative that students keep up with all classroom notes and assignments even when absent.  Students are highly encouraged to ask questions during class.
3) Be on Time.  Student attendance is critical to the success of the student.  Get to class on time to be ready to go at bell.

4) Homework:  Homework will be checked for completion each day.  When students are absent it is their responsibility to keep up with homework.  Assignments are posted daily on my teacher webpage.
5) Grades.  Grades are determined using the following scale:
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
