| A child with a mild cold but no fever should come to school. A child with a heavy cold and a deep or
hacking cough belongs at home even though he/she has no fever. .
If your child has a sore throat and no other symptoms you may send them to school. If white spots can |
| be seen in the back to the throat or of there is a fever, please keep your child home & take her him/
her to the doctor. .
A fever is a sign that all is not right with the body. No child with a fever over 100 degrees should go to 1

| school. Do not allow a child who has had a fever to return to school until they have been free of fe- I
| ver for 24 hours. .
Consult your doctor if your child has a stomach ache which is severe enough to limit her/his activity. |
I Vomiting or diarrhea — a child should not return to school until they have not had vomit or diarrhea for I
i 24 hours. .
. A rash is often the 1% sign of many childhood illnesses. Do not send a child with a rash to school until |
! your doctor has said it is safe to do so. |
| Do not send your child to school with live head lice. They will be sent home immediately. If head lice
- are found, your child may return to school only after a chemical treatment. '
! Toothache: Contact your dentist. |

| Earache: Consult a doctor without delay.
i Headache: A child whose only complaint is headache can usually come to school.
